Series “Passion” by Oleg  Davydenko - Selected works 2008-2009 

 

For an umpteenth time Oleg Davydenko has confirmed his artistic versatility having created a series of sculptured works 

out of the new for him material - bronze, where all without any exception female figures, feminine and erotic in their 

essence, motion at the same time inherit plastic tradition only partially. They are linked together organically and 

harmoniously creating a combined form that denotes the fertile womb. Oleg, undoubtedly as a true man and artist, is 

under the influence of enchantment of feminine-sensual nature as an archetype of the woman - eternally maternal 

beginning. She protects, warms, defends, gives birth and loves, but there is something undoubtedly dangerous, intimate 

that disturbs everyone... 

The viewer visually, manually feels the warmth of something real, not illusionary depicted, of something that gives an 

opportunity to get into the encoded meaning of the work that is assembled, rhythmicized, tied up with the "trivial" wire 

in this or that manner. The forms acquire symbolical quality, and whether a man or a woman created by the artist, they 

both strive to reach intimacy with the other being. Even Henry Moor in ha decomposition of forms that was elevated to 

abstraction, could not refuse completely from following nature. The content and strength of traditional, natural forms 

are renewed and activated establishing new relationships between space, object and viewer. On the other hand, multi-

aspect character of artistic self-actualization that is striving to arm a modern human being with the means aiding him 

or her in self-understanding, helping to digest, to master his or her living space, stands against the organizing principles 

of technology-oriented modernity (as well as from the standpoint of the young generation). And the artist-sculptor has 

to unveil not only the facts of reality, but the borderline spheres of human existence.  

At first look elemental forms of the sculptures of Oleg Davydenko are transformed into bodily formations. Using the 

motives of the figure they explain afresh the dangers that enchant the man in the new world that has lost its spirituality. 

Sometimes sculptures of Oleg Davydenko acquire the traits of abstractions in bronze and turn into materialized 

"anthropomorphic" sign. Yet simultaneously the figures acquire an elevated character, even sensual or, on the contrary, 

focus attention of the viewer on the holes-wounds that cover their bodies. Futility of passion in the noise of daily routine 

creeps in the sphere of art stimulating imagination and liberating "metamorphoses of day-to-day existence". He 

appreciates keenly the motives of internal and external worlds in the spirit of romanticism. Elusive foresight - 

enrapturing, attracting but somewhat horrifying, dangerous, all-embracing. Showing certain sensuality the artist does 

not produce the impression of blatant obscenity. Oleg's works rather implement the prototype of feminity я abstract 

form-expressions, undoubtedly one feels the "truth of life" in them anyway... 

Oleg declares, that art, inspired by the necessity to depict a human being, will live as long as love exists. The artist 

encourages, attempts himself to reveal all complexity and multiple meaning of human soul beyond any social poverty, 

beyond manifestations of social success, he exists in the timeless myth and historical space...
